Milwaukee, WI – May 6, 2009 – Terrance P. McGuire, Ed.D, Senior Vice President of Mission Services for Wheaton Franciscan Healthcare, was named Green Advocate of the Year by the Milwaukee Business Journal’s Green Business Awards program. 

According to the Business Journal’s award specifications, the Green Advocate of the Year is an individual who has done the most through advocacy and leadership to drive actions related to environmental sustainability in our region.

McGuire was selected for the honor because of his work as Executive Sponsor of Wheaton Franciscan Healthcare’s Environmental Stewardship Leadership Team. Since its creation in 2005, the Environmental Stewardship Leadership Team has produced system wide savings of approximately $926,205 through recycling and reusing, $954,761 through reductions in the amount of regulated medical waste produced, and $1,085,164 through reductions in the amount of solid waste produced. McGuire’s leadership led to the System winning an unprecedented 14 environmental awards in 2008 from Practice Greenhealth (formerly H2E) the leading national recognition program for environmental stewardship in health care. The Business Journal also noted that as a result of this achievement, Practice Greenhealth and Trees for the Future planted 1,400 in Tiruvannamalai, India – an area devastated by deforestation – in the Wheaton Franciscan Healthcare’s name. 

McGuire, who will retire from Wheaton Franciscan Healthcare in June, has dedicated his professional career to the not-for-profit sector for the past 40 years, 28 of which have been in Catholic health care leadership. He joined the organization in October, 2002 as Vice President of Mission Integration and was promoted to his current position in April, 2005. Terry has made significant contributions in strengthening the integration of Mission into the everyday activities of Wheaton Franciscan Healthcare.  He has led the development of a formal Mission Integration Policy and Plan and has coordinated the annual Sponsor Visits throughout Wheaton Franciscan Healthcare. Terry also led environmental awareness initiatives resulting in the organization receiving more Environmental Excellence awards from Practice Greenhealth than any other health system in the country. 

In retirement McGuire plans to engage in part-time consulting and to expand his ministry as a Permanent Deacon by leading Peace Pilgrimages to the Holy Land and serving as a Global Fellow with Catholic Relief Services, preaching and conducting retreats.
