The site also features a dining area, gift shop, and a conference center available to the community.

The surgery program consists primarily of same day procedures but also accommodates longer stays based on patient need.

It also features energy efficiencies in all phases of electrical and water use such as indoor cooling tower sump for water efficiency and low flow plumbing fixtures and uses Low Mercury Fluorescence lamps.
